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**We need Youth and Adult volunteers** The Liturgy of the Word for Children is a
ministry that permits children to hear and discuss God's Word (Readings and Gospels)
in a manner that is appropriate to their age level and understanding. The Children’s

Liturgy is a part of the regular Sunday Mass, adapted for children. The Word is shared

by the children’s liturgist through stories, discussions, or pictures — whatever the leader finds most appropriate to
conveying the meaning of the scriptures. We also add traditional prayers and talk about the seasons of the Church
just as is done with the church community during Mass. Children’s Liturgy is held most Sundays at the 10:00AM Mass
throughout the year. Children are dismissed with their leaders at the beginning of Mass and are with their leaders for
about 15 minutes. All we ask is if you could sign-up for one Sunday a month and to prepare the Children’s Liturgy for
either the Primary Group (grades K-2) or Intermediate Group (grades 3-6). Liturgy plans and preparation is set up for
you in advance and there is training if needed. If you enjoy working with children, and would like to know more
about this ministry please contact: Mary Clarke 408-268-2817 or Nancy Royal 408-629-7777 ext.108.
